Hard Hats to current standard as in BRC Rule book 2018  must be worn at all times 

when mounted – Correct  Dress please. Juniors must wear back protectors to the 

required standard  as in BRC Rule book 2018 during show-jumping phase.  Seniors 

are strongly advised to do the same. 

 

The Judges decision is final. 

Any objection must be lodged with the secretary within 5 minutes of the end of the 

class concerned together with a deposit of £20.00 returnable if the objection is 

sustained. 

The Committee reserves the right to refuse entry to any class without explanation 

except to the appropriate body. 

 

The Committee cannot be held responsible for any error in the time schedule and 

reserve the right and cancel or amend in any way.
